Dear NUMC,

Easter's come and gone, but we continue to
celebrate resurrection. Alleluia! Each Sunday, Lord’s
Day, we celebrate the resurrection all over again as we
worship. In some of our congregations the resurrection
celebration is underscored as the Eucharist is cele-
brated each week. “As often as you eat/drink this bread/
wine do this in remembrance of me.” Jesus said to his
followers.

But whether we celebrate the Eucharist
weekly or monthly, we should remember the reason why
Christians worship on the first day of the week. (Most
other major religions do not) First-week-day worship is
uniquely, distinctively Christian, and was instituted at
first for practical reasons (professing followers of The
Way were not allowed in the synagogues and so had to
find other times and locations in which to meet). Given
that Jesus’ resurrection occurred on the first day of the
week, this was a good day to gather in remembrance as
a community and to worship, and so this practice contin-

ues to this day. It is always good to reflect on the reasons
why we do things, lest we forget, to our own detriment.

Worship is one of the centerpieces of our faith
and it is important to remember why we do the things we
do. Sunday worship is a way of remembering the way
through which we come to God and that way is through
Jesus of Nazareth, who, through God’s power, was resur-
rected on the first day of the week.

Sunday has become our Sabbath, our day of rest
and worship, and we should treasure the day as one in
which we rest, remember and reflect. Sabbath observance
is important because rest is important. In the story of crea-
tion, God is said to have rested from his work and ob-
served a Sabbath. Some of us, because of our profes-
sions, need to work on Sundays, so we then need to
choose another day on which we observe Sabbath. The
important thing is that each week we set aside a specific
day on which we rest from our labor, remember the God
who gives us life and reflect on our relationship with God
and with the creation — and that takes a myriad of forms.
So as we move forward, let us not forget the resurrection
or the creation by observing a sacred Sabbath each week.

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NUMC BOILER REPLACEMENT LOAN REPAID

Over the past year, the North United Methodist congregation faced and met a challenge to the viability of its
building. A faulty, well-worn boiler that provided heat to the building for 56 years was replaced at the cost of
$40,000. Since many persons have asked to have a clear accounting of the project, listed below is the history of
the project. Further questions may be directed to the pastor.

In March 2010, NUMC accepted the offer of a free energy audit. The energy auditor recommended among other things, that
NUMC replace the 56-year-old boiler as it would prove more costly to continue to repair it. (Repairs had been made during the
previous winter) We were in danger of an un-repairable breakdown. The cost was estimated at $50,000.

- No having funds immediately available, the Board of Trustees decided to pursue a two-pronged approach to this challenge —
launch a pledge campaign, and borrow the funds so that the boiler could be replaced before the start of winter.

A pledge campaign to raise funds was started shortly thereafter.

- The church held a Charge Conference on Aug. 29, 2010, seeking approval of a loan application for $55,000. The Charge Confer-
ence approved requesting a loan.

- The church initiated application for the loan from the United Methodist Foundation of New England in Sept. 2010. The loan was
approved on Sept. 23, 2010, and the funds were received by the church in early-November 2010. The loan proceeds are ac-
counted for in Treasurer's Open Account # 37.

Terms of the loan are as follows:

- 20 vyearloan

- 6% initial rate, adjustable every three years

- Monthly payment of $394.04 (payments are made from Treasurer's Open Account # 17
- No prepayment penalty

By the end of 2010, pledges covering the cost of the furnace were obtained from church members.
Three bids were obtained and Ireland Qil was selected as the contractor to install the new equipment.

The boiler was installed by October 31 2010
The final cost of the boiler was $ 39, 985.00.The final of three payments to the contractor was made on ( March 2011).

- As of March 31, 2011, the church received funds from church members totaling $50,645. These funds have been credited to
Treasurer’'s Open Account # 17. The balance in this account as of March 31, 2011 is $11,139.72.

The $55,000 loan was repaid to the United Methodist Foundation on April 19, 2011

- Inarelated matter, the church is facing a $38,000 deficit in 2011 with an additional deficit in 2012. The available cash balance in
2012 could reach a dangerously low level. NUMC therefore needs to address this imminent challenge.

Some FAQ’s (Frequently Asked Questions) with answers:
Are these the only companies to choose from:
No. There are approximately 550 different companies
that participate in this program. The list is available at
the Scrip table after services. You can also go online
to www.shopwithscrip.com to take a look at the different
companies. While online you can enroll in the program,
keep reading for details.

What’s the catch? There is no catch. These compa-
nies offer gift cards and pay a percentage of the purchase
price as a donation to non-profit organizations. The only
thing you must remember is that the gift cards are avail-
able in certain denominations. We have a print-out at the
Scrips table so that it can be looked up.

Does it cost me any more? Absolutely not. |
keep telling people this is “giving without giving” because
you get the full price of what you are paying on the gift
card. If you purchase a ShopRite card for $25.00 then
the card is worth $25.00 at that establishment. We take
your check for $25 and deposit it and they debit our
account for each gift card less each percentage that each
company offers.
