Dear NUMC,

| just finished a stimulating session
with the NUMC leadership team. We trav-
eled over to the Mansfield UMC on a Satur-
day in October and spent the greater part of
the day looking forward to the tasks we are
to do in 2012 to be the church, followers of
Jesus Christ, and heralds of God’s reign.
