It was believed
that during the winter, the sun god was taken

prisoner by Samhain, the Lord of the Dead and
Prince of Darkness.

On the eve before their new year
(October 31), it was believed that Samhain
called together all the dead people. The dead
would take different forms, with the bad spirits
taking the form of animals. The most evil taking
the form of cats. That is why cats are associ-
ated with Hallow ‘een.

The Christian church responded to this
festival with one of their own — All Souls Day,
which is celebrated on October 3 1. All Saints
Day in the Christian church was first observed
in the year 835, when it was decided to honor
all of the saints.

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Growing Generosity: Six Best Stewardship Practices
By Betsy Schwarzentraub

What best practices in the local church correlate with increased financial giving? A six-year study of the con-

gregations in the United Church of Canada revealed six essential behaviors:

I. Operational management with sound fundraising methods,including mission clarity, a narrative budget, an
annual giving program, donor appreciation, and multiple opportunities for financial giving;
Integration of stewardship in worship, using stewardship resources in worship planning, preaching stew-

ardship almost every week, nurturing young stewards through children's messages, and celebrating the

offering as an act of worship;

|. Stewardship formation creates a culture of gratitude and generosity, including stewardship education with
youth and adults through classes, confirmation, bacation Bible school, Bible study and small groups, legacy

giving seminars, and personal finance training;

2. Stewardship leadership by clergy and laity through involvement in wider church roles and stewardship

training;

3. Opportunities for spiritual nurture through Bible study and small-group ministries, encouraging a shift of

self-image from consumer to steward;

4. Engagement in social justice concerns that reveal a clear congregational DNA and mission as the basis for

an effective stewardship strategy, resulting in community outreach opportunities.

"Stewardship connects to all aspects of church life," says researcher Barbara Fullerton (United Church of
Canada). "It is an ongoing conversion process of daily decisions that relate to all that we are, do, and have,

both individually and in community."

saints we think of those who have died, but Paul calls the
people of the churches in Asia Minor which he helped to
plant “Saints”. They were very much alive. We too are
saints of God (I know sometimes we do not act the
role) but through the saving grace of Jesus Christ we can
aspire to the level of perfection that he achieved in this
life. We can aspire. We may not achieve for all of us are
being perfected in this life.

When we celebrate All Saints Day and remem-
ber the Saints in our lives, the church has traditionally
used white. This is to signify the purity or perfection of
those who have “washed their robes and made then
white in the blood of the Lamb and who are “before the

throne of God,” in acts of perpetual praise. So white sig-
nifies the perfection and the equality in God’s eyes which
the saints who have dies, have achieved. There are no
longer distinctions and differences, which is the reason
that we use white to honor the saints and their elevated
status, but nevertheless equal before God in their per-
fected state.

So on this All Saints Sunday when we celebrate
the perfecting of our loved ones, let us see them not
through earthly eyes, but through the eyes of God who
regards the saints without distinction.

And let those of us saints “in concert sing with
those whose work is done” for we are all one in the
great Communion of Saints! All Saints are welcome to
God’s communion.

Spiritual gifts are God-given abilities to serve the church effectively. All of these gifts are controlled or characterized by
the Holy Spirit. Ephesians 4 says that certain gifts were given: "To equip the saints for the work of ministry, for building
up the body of Christ." Chapter 12 of | Corinthians tells about the varieties of gifts and that each gift is equally impor-
tant within the Body of Christ.

"We have gifts that differ according to the grace given to us: prophecy, in proportion to faith; ministry, in ministering;
the teacher, in teaching; the exhorter, in exhortation; the giver, in generosity; the leader, in diligence; the compassion-
ate, in cheerfulness." (Romans 12:6-8 NRSV)

God has gifted each of us differently and has given the exact gifts that are needed in each congregation. If there is
something lacking in your congregation perhaps someone is not using their God given gifts.

So as you think about "transforming the world" as a disciple, what gifts do you have that could lead to transformation?
Remember that the world is not only those far- away places that we hear about or visit; it is the places outside your
doors.

Perhaps you have not discovered your spiritual gifts. | would encourage you to do that soon. | would also encourage
you to help others discover their gifts and then become equipped to use them; in the congregation, in your home, in
the rest of the places that make up your world. Consider the possibilities for transformation that acknowledging your
spirit given gifts and putting them to use could bring about.

Every believer needs to understand spiritual gifts, discover them, and use them to build up the Body of Christ and to
transform the world. "For we are what (God) has made us, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared
beforehand to be a way of life." (Ephesians 2:10 NRSV)

Did you notice that in Romans 12:6-8 it mentioned the gift of giving? That those who have the gift of giving; should give
generously! Both types of gifts are need within and beyond the congregation. Gifts of money and the spiritual gifts are
needed to equip the saints for the work of ministry and to build up the Body of Christ. And each believer should use
their gift according to the grace that they have been given.

What transformation would occur in your congregation and in the world if each member gave their gifts of money and
spirit?
