Dear NUMC

to do next year, rather than on the basis of what
was done (or not done) last year. When the fi-
nance committee asks various committees,
groups, and work areas to submit budget requests
for the coming year, require two additional pieces
of information. First, who is responsible? You want
a person's name — not a committee. Require the
group making the request to indicate where — or
more specifically, with whom — the buck stops.

ISSUE 8

Second, request dates. When is the expense go-
ing to occur during the year? Will it be spread
throughout the year, or will all the costs occur at
one time?

If the proposal is approved, assign one person
from the finance committee to check with each
committee around the time expenses are ex-
pected. Is the event happening? Will the expenses
run approximately as estimated? Do people know
the procedures for submitting bills?

Following these processes will help you do a bet-
ter job of managing the cash flow. By modeling
accountability and working with ministry groups to

When we take the long or wide perspective on
our challenges, we find that they are challenges to be
overcome, not challenges to totally destroy us. There are
still always ways and means to recover, to start over
to begin again, to use the ashes of destruction to con-
struct a new way of being a new way of living into the
future.

This is one of the lessons that we take from Sep-
tember || 2001. That we can go on. That in life we will
suffer losses, but that it is still possible to go on.

For the Christian, this faith in the future is deeply
rooted in the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ, our
example. Because Jesus defeated the forces of evil in his
time, we have an example of how we may harness the
power available to us as the people of God, to rise from
the occasions of our defeat to a new consciousness, a
new awareness of our innate potential and power. The
potential and power for example to be sources of peace
and prosperity, rather that destruction and oppression.

Therefore we have no fear for the future, or the
present, or the past. We are free to live without the op-
pression of fear, because while we may be temporarily
halted in our march towards peace and harmony, we are
never permanently stopped. Jesus Christ is our standard

and our example.

So as we move towards a new way of being at
NUMC with the start of our new worship and education
schedule, we take some elements of our past and move
boldly towards our future, despite the challenges that
have occurred and will continue to occur.
