As many of you know, the MACC Shelter will close on June 30 ™. This closure is due to recent
changes in the law that require shelters receiving state funding to admit all homeless persons
regardless of alcohol and/or drug problems. Since MACC was unable to make the necessary
changes, it will no longer be able to keep the shelter open.  As a result of this closure, there
will no longer be a breakfast or dinner program that was geared to shelter guests. Our egg
project which included sending boiled eggs to the soup kitchen and providing dollars to provide

a cooked breakfast will no longer be in effect. The Ad Council meeting on 6/15/15, the Knitting
Ministry noted a serious need for money to buy yarn so that they could continue their ministry
with prayer shawls, baby blankets and hats and

scarves for winter back packs. Since the egg ministry
Is ending with a surplus in that funding, the Ad

Council voted unanimously to move the egg money into
the knitting fund so that they could continue their very
important ministry to the community. Many thanks to
everyone who has contributed to the egg project and

we hope you will continue to
donate to the knitting

ministry.

The Knitting Ministry
will use this money to re -

supply our yarn closet and to purchase, gift bags,
ribbon, and tissue paper. We have expanded our outreach and are always looking for local
causes for our projects. The price of yarn has risen quite a bit since the Knitting Ministry
began 10 years ago and while our members do use their own funds to purchase yarn, it gets
expensive after a while, so we are grateful for the extra funds. Anyone who would like to
donate further to our ministry can do so by purchasing SCRIP cards to Joanne fabrics,
Michaels or AC Moore. In doing so you make a double donation to the church. You may also
put a donation in the Sunday collection.
